LifeWay’s multiyear study revealed 
that 70 – 88% of young people 
raised in church leave after their 
freshman year of college.[6]

According to the latest data 
from Gallup, More than half of 
Americans (56%) say they seldom 
or never attend religious services. 
Less than a third (30%) say they 
attend on a weekly or almost 
weekly basis.”[7]
